Emphasis will be placed on synthesizing and integrating
KR e i theories, resear'ch ﬁndi.ngs, and .experience' int? 'a framework for
assessment and intervention to explain a potential clinical phenomenon of
maternal-child during the developmental process, evaluate current health
and social interventions used to address the health needs, and devise
recommendations to improve intervention approaches.
