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Professional development for teachers, including areas such as educational leadership and
the refinement of teaching skills, involves incorporating EMI (English as a Medium of
Instruction) teaching methods into the teachers' growth community, We watching TV dramas,
such as drama series, mystery series, and theatrical films. Our teachers really enjoy watching
these. We have created a professional learning community for our teachers, and we aim to
enhance their EMI (English as a Medium of Instruction) teaching skills. They can discuss the
plots and developments of TV dramas during these discussions, allowing teachers to apply
their EMI teaching skills.

Selecting texts or characters with rich narrative, discussion-oriented, or informative elements
from American dramas and movies adds depth to the discussion.

Selecting TV shows and movies in English that resonate with the life experiences and
acquired knowledge of teachers can evoke a stronger connection and provoke thoughtful
contemplation.
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Stimulate more interaction through discussions—especially by fully utilizing the role of
"speaking/discussion" to achieve understanding and critical analytical thinking.
